        2023 Paving BID Opening Public Meeting 
April 4, 2023


The Sole Commissioner of Murray County, Greg Hogan, called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.,
 April 4, 2023, in the Hearing Room of the Murray County Annex. In attendance were Greg Hogan, Sole Commissioner, Tommy Parker, County Manager, Tony Banks, Public Works Assistant Director, Edward Dunn, Blake Studdard, Chad Marin, K.W.Gong, Dick Barnes, and Tina Choate, County Clerk. 

For the first order of business the Commissioner announce the purpose of  today’s meeting is to open, review, and assess all bids received for the 2023 LMIG and County Paving Project. The County Manager, Tommy Parker, checked the street mailbox for any bids received via mail. At 9:30 a.m. on April 4, 2023, there were no bids received through the mail. The Commissioner, Greg Hogan, announced the two bids he has in hand are from Northwest Georgia Paving, Inc., and C.W. Matthews Contracting Co., Inc., and asked if anyone in attendance had any other bids to be considered for the project. There were no other bids received and the Commissioner announced the bid is now closed.
The first bid packet opened was from C.W. Matthews. The Commissioner opened the sealed envelope and read the estimate amount from the detailed estimate form included in the bid packet that was provided to C.W Matthews by Murray County Public Works Director, Matthew Sanford. The Total Bid Price given by C.W. Matthews Contracting Co., Inc. is $7,869,770.00.
The second bid packet opened was from Northwest Georgia Paving. Commissioner Hogan opened the sealed envelope and read the estimate amount from the detailed estimate form included in the bid packet. The Total Bid Price given by Northwest Georgia Paving; Inc. is $7,875,790.30.


The apparent low bidder is C.W. Matthews Contracting Co., Inc. 

All bid packet documentation was forwarded to Matthew Sanford, the Director of Murray County Public Works Department to notify each company.
