New Business 

Item A – Minutes – Murray County Land Use Planning Commission (MCLUPC) 
Commissioner Bishop reviewed the actions taken by the MCLUPC at its December 16, 2025 meeting. He expressed support for the Commission’s actions as being in the best interest of Murray County.

Item B – Addendum – FLOST Intergovernmental Agreement (IGA)
Commissioner Bishop detailed the Addendum to the existing FLOST Intergovernmental Agreement between Murray County and the City of Chatsworth. Pursuant to Section Eight (8) of the IGA, Murray County and the City of Chatsworth have agreed to consolidate their respective FLOST allocations into a single, separate, and discrete interest-bearing account to be established and administered by Murray County.

The Addendum provides that both Murray County and the City of Chatsworth shall benefit from interest earned on the pooled funds throughout the year. The Addendum allows Murray County to collect the FLOST tax and distribute the proceeds on an annual basis (rather than monthly) to the City of Chatsworth after all applicable funds for the period of January 1, 2026 through December 31, 2026 have been fully received and

accounted for. The City of Eton elected to receive funds allocated on a monthly basis according to all terms and condition set forth in the original IGA.
